A. Halfway-House
a. Open house on October 8, program opens for members on October 13. Due to reinvestment dollars, looking to start with York and Adams counties clients first
b. 16 beds
B. Buprenorphine Coordination- RASE program 
a. Opening in Hanover
b. Looking to start group locations in Adams county
C. Recovery Support Services
a. Funded through reinvestment
D. Behavioral Health Navigator 
a. Looking to address high utilizers, in and out of the hospitals
b. Work closely with Wellspan, with 20-30 people in program
E. Supportive Housing Bridge Subsidy
a. Address members on MA who need recovery and financial assistance
b. Looking to subsidize $400 towards room and board for persons with no income and receiving SSI, clients are responsible for reminder
c. For Clients with employment or able to gain employment quickly, will pay up to $200.00 per month and they are responsible for the remainder.  Their income must be under 138$ of the Federal Poverty Limit.
d.	Has currently one provider, looking to add two more
e.	Applications will need to come from providers
f.	Program goes through 2019
F. Methadone Maintenance  Program Western York County
a. Looking to put program in Hanover
G. Adult PHP
a. Working on RFP
b. Solely a behavioral health program in York county
H. Specialized Community Residence Adams County
a.  8 bed program in Adams County
I. Non-Hospital Rehab/Detox
a. Increase beds from 24 to 48
b. Looking at end of 2016

1. Legislation
A. State Budget
a. Stop-gap proposal introduced to temporary fund the State
b. Governor Wolf to veto bill unless a final budget is decided upon first 
c. Does not look promising 
B. PA HB 1511
a. Emergency Addiction Treatment Program Opiate Reparation Accountability  Fund
b. Introduced by Rep. Digirolamo 
c. Fix a 10% sale impact fee on sale of prescription opiates in PA
d. Bill will dedicate funds generated to the following: 
i. DDAP Long term residential treatment 
ii. Counties- Purchasing Naloxone for First Responders
iii. Drug and Alcohol clinical services in county jails
iv. Assisting overdose survivor in getting into treatment
v. Funding opiate related criminal justice costs
vi. The Dept. of Health to fund the prescription monitoring program
C. Institute for Mental Disease (IMD) Exclusion 
a. Medicaid will pay no more than 14 days
b. Facilities can have no more than 16 beds 
c. In PA we have had a “workaround” in that managed care companies pay for as much 3B as needed as this costs less than 4B 
d. IMD Exclusion has come under scrutiny recently 
e. PACDAA has issued a  stance that D&A should be exempt from exclusion (see handout)
D. Affordable Care Act Provider Revalidation (see handout)
a. Providers must revalidate their enrollment by March 24, 2016
b. Remember, per 15-16 contracts, YADAC requires in-network status
c. DHS approval can be slow, so be sure to start process immediately 
2. Contracts
a. All contracts have gone out, please review carefully
b. A new federal requirement is the DUNS number (Appendix G, attachment 1 of contract)
c. New computer configurations required by DDAP in contract; would cost thousands to adhere to; DDAP is aware; YADAC will not be strictly enforcing 
d. Per DDAP, manual changes may result in contract amendments

Not currently contracting for 3B, until true 3B programming is in place,
Still contracting for 3C
 Cornerstone-
 Not contracting for 2A until in network status with CCBH received 
 Samara House-
Women with Children and pregnant females 3C program 
No rate has been set by home SCA due to XYZ submission
YADAC not contracting with until issues are resolved 
Remember YADAC contracts with Guadenzia Vantage House and Fountain Springs for 3C WWC/pregnant female services 
 Pyramid – Duncansville- 
	Home SCA has not yet set rate 
	YADAC cannot contract until rate is set

York County Department of Probation Services-
New contract established due to influx of clients on intermediate punishment requiring level of care assessments
PO Heather Lape has been hired to provide LOCA services
YADAC will provide dual oversight of position with probation 
Lebanon Treatment Center-
 New contract established for Methadone services
Option available for individuals due to Pyramid wait list 
Addiction Recovery Systems (ARS) 
		  Now open in Camp Hill for Methadone services/has Spanish services (handout)
		  YADAC will be seeking a contract, but one has not yet been established 
		
3. Provider Project Plan Updates
A. WDR-York  Expansion 
a. Plans are moving forward rapidly 
b. HealthChoices reinvestment plan & Commissioner approval to move forward 
c. LSC is design company 
B. Pyramid Healthcare 
a. Adams County services include two full time assessors for Adams County prison and IPP
b. These positions shall be combined into one full time position due to lack of volume of referrals
c.  Full time clinical services shall begin on 10/12/15
i. An additional 70 slots have been approved for their York Methadone clinic, bringing total to 350
ii. Waiting list shall be eradicated 
4. YADAC QAA 
A. Results 
a. Very good review
b. No liabilities in YADAC charts, may request from provider or have YADAC staff complete 
B. DDAP Manuals
a. Most current version is not on DDAP website; YADAC shall post on website 
b. DDAP changes to finalized manuals more than likely to happen 
c. DDAP suggested to not revised P&P until manual revisions are completed 
5. YADAC Website updated 
a. Revision completed
b. Intention to make more user friendly 
c. Added Getting Help and Provider Portal for quick access to information 

J. STAR (handouts)
A. DDAP Notices 
a. STAR did not meet federal reporting standards and was never truly functional
b. System will be discontinued 
c. Once discontinued, provider/SCA will be unable to access system/data entered
B. YADAC Memo  
a. As a result of discontinuation, YADAC protocol developed- adhere to memo 
b. IP providers must send YADAC PCPCS 
c. A unique client identifying number (UCN) must be generated for both IP & OP providers
d. OP providers must submit a 310 addendum with invoices 
e. The 310 addendum is on the YADAC website 
C. Moving Forward 
a. Word documents are being created by DDAP to assist in transition from STAR
b. More information shall be released from DDAP 
K. Overdose 
A. Standing order status 
a. State has still not issued; priorities lie with budget currently 
b. Some Counties have issued their own 
c. Dauphin County Commissioner Hartwick letter (handout) 
d. Encouraging all counties to place their own standing order for Naloxone
e. York County Heroin Task force looking into this 
B.  Statistics 
a. York County as of 9/16/15: 47 confirmed overdoses, 26 are heroin, 11 suspected
b. 289 naloxone saves across the state as of end of August 
C. Kaleo Naloxone (Evzio) Grant Opportunity (handout)
a. Fantastic opportunity to obtain Naloxone for free
b. Encouraging all providers to apply to have available at facility in event of overdose
c. Easy application – Colonial House has received for their facilities through grant 
d. Can received up to 200 free donations – could apply to give to clients as they leave IP, etc.
