A. Budget Impasse 
a. Latest news

ii. School pension reform bill was shot down
iii. Stop-gap budget being looked at again
b. CCAP looking at legal options 
i. Researching legal options related to current/future budget impasses 
ii. Exploring release of commonwealth and federal funds for essential services
iii. Investigating legal ramification to counties if they cease to remit funds collected at county level, so these fund can be used for essential services
iv. Pending HB 1372 would provide state reimbursement for loan interest costs

3. STAR 
A. SCA data
a. The state has given the SCAs the data from STAR
B. DDAP Provider Notice/Form Instructions – see handout “DDAP New Forms Released for Treatment Data Collection”,  “Star Documents Instructions” 
a. The intent of the forms is for federal reporting, can use your own forms if you have the required DDAP information. You do not have use the DDAP forms
b. DDAP anticipates submissions of forms via data entry system or via a spreadsheet
c. UCN number – be sure to follow the YADAC formula for invoices purposes 
d. Providers shall be responsible for retention and submission of all YADAC documents 
e. YADAC will monitor for compliance during monitoring visits 
f. See instructions for individual forms 


4. Licensing Updates
A. Exception requests 
a. Make sure that the requests are clear
B. Group email-DDAP will be releasing a group email to route these email requests
5. Detox/Rehab bed critical shortage
A. Flex Bed-Allows you to flex between two levels of care (HANDOUT – “Flex Bed Clarification”, “Request to Flex Beds” 
a. Allows flexing to accommodate fluctuation in need for beds 
b. Not mandated to flex on any given day, but have the option to 
c. 3A/3B facilities only 
d. DDAP does not dictate number of beds that can be flexed
e. Occupancy/Capacity/Staffing Ratio – must be in place to accommodate 
f. Approval typically within 2-3 days 
g. DDAP may flag a high request – due to fact may be more appropriate for a capacity increase 
B. Increase Capacity – HANDOUT – “Request for Change in Facility Capacity” 
a. Continual need for increase of beds warrants an increase of capacity
b. Can be costly – discuss with your home SCA/MCO 
A. SCAs/MCO and facilities capacity increases – seeking to address the be shortage crisis 
a. Eagleville hospital - 8-12 detox beds – Montgomery County – SCA & MCO working with Eagleville 
b. Gaudenzia Common Ground - 7 detox beds – CAP 5 – using reinvestment funds 
c. Pyramid Healthcare – IP expansion , seeking 106 additional beds-Duncanville 48, Hillside-34, Langhorne-24
d. White Deer Run-York – Expansion project, 21 detox, 48 rehab with potential for 16 “alternate rehab beds” HANDOUT  - “White Deer Run Treatment Center”

v. Always refer individuals to YADAC if struggling to obtain 
b. FDA Approval for the nasal form of Naloxone
i. Does not require assembly
ii. Truax is offering a public interest price of $37.50 and $75 for two units for schools, first responders, etc.
