1) Introductions

b. YADAC Staff

2)  In-house Probation Programs and Services:  Heather Cureau and Kristal Abenshon
Heather Cureau came and presented on Probation, it’s organization and pending changes and initiatives including adult and juvenile probation depts.. working more closely together.  Additionally Probation is working on ways to get people in and before the judge.  Where it once took 60-90 days, it now takes 10 to get an individual before a judge and moving towards treatment.  Heather also shared that Probation is working on various programs and initiatives to treat the entire person with probation more geared towards individual needs.  
As part of this presentation Billie shared a little about the DRC referencing and explaining the memo that had been sent out and reiterating that the DRC can refer individuals to any contracted treatment provider.   DRC clients will be tracked just like any other individual receiving YADAC funding.  It was noted that YADAC remains the payer of last resort and thus items like the individual needing to be MA eligible still apply. Heather added that Probation did have some additional financial resources that may benefit this population and to contact her or the DRC CM if a provider felt that they had an individual that met that criteria.  
3) WDRYAC – LOCA Center Updates
a. Scheduling & paperwork sharing
Billie reminded providers that Joy is performing these assessments and is working to get people scheduled within the 14 day time frame.  She is working on that an monitoring that.   Additionally, they will be working on establishing a means of responding to calls through WDR-York at those times when Joy is out of the office. 
4) Topics

a. Reminder: Providers are reminded that they are required to notify YADAC when they stop accepting new clients and when they resume taking clients.  Notice can be by email or letter and should be sent to the attention of Billie C. Kile, Case Management Supervisor.  Upon receipt of that we’ll update the listing on our website.  
b. Case Management – Billie C. Kile

i. RFA Changes – IP & Detox.
Providers no longer need to submit the general Welfare release with the RFA.  Providers still need submit the re- Disclosure Welfare release with the RFA – see the t-11 policy.
ii. Reminder 

A medical assistance application needs to be completed when a client is admitted to treatment.  An application needs to be completed even if the client states that they completed an application before admission.   Providers were reminded to use there “W” number on the submission.  This number will flag the paperwork a special expedited processing..
iii. New continued stay authorization form 
Providers reminded to use the correct paperwork, via the website and that the paperwork needs to be complete and accurate.  It should be forwarded to Billie Kile.

iv. D&A Treatment Court Updates:

· Drug Treatment Court:  Allison Schleig
Brittany Nichols has joined the team and is building her caseload.

Billie reminded providers that they need to submit a treatment court update form, with accurate dates.

Billie also noted that the courts are tracking treatment dosage (sessions & hours) for statistical reasons and grants.  This is being entered into PAGES
· MH Court:  Billie Kile
Billie shared that she is still on the court.  She also shared that individuals will not automatically have a D&A screening.

· State Reentry Program – Billie Kile

Bob Willis in now on this court and will follow-up with them.
· DUI Court:  Billie Kile
Still taking clients, Bob is the sole CM and is doing to some creative things with is population.

She also noted that Judge Kennedy will be taking over this court.
· Veterans Court: Billie
Billie shared that we are not as active in this program as the payer of last resort and many of this population qualify for VA Benefits.

Chuck from Treatment Trends indicated that they will be undertaking a new initiative to serve this population and will be exploring offering scholarships.
