Gangs: Who, what, where …
Overview: 
This training will introduce the participant to the subculture of gangs. A participant can expect to learn the definition of a gang, the motivations for joining a gang, the rituals gangs might utilize, common language of gangs, common gang symbols and suggestions for facilitation change when working in a helping relationship. The gangs that will be reviewed will include: common street gangs, outlaw motorcycle gangs, and hate groups. (Two Day training covering some mature subject matter and/or language.)
Trainer: Bruce Schaffer, M.ED, C.C.J.P.

Mr. Schaffer has a Master’s degree in counseling psychology from Temple University in Philadelphia, PA. He has over 30 years’ experience in the substance abuse field.  Mr. Schaffer has been employed by various treatment agencies in various capacities.  At present, Mr. Schaffer is self-employed.  His time is split between therapy and training.  He works several days a week as a therapist in a correctional facility and an outpatient AIDS service agency. Mr. Schaffer is also a member of the Pennsylvania State Department of Health’s HIV/AIDS training team; hence, he conducts a variety of HIV/AIDS trainings. Other trainings include Identifying & Understanding Drug Paraphernalia & Routes of Ingestion, Drug Sub-Culture Competency, Refusal Skills for Adolescents and Male Issues and Violence.
