A. York County Agricultural Land Preservation Board 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and unanimously 

carried to re-appoint Dennis Martin, North Codorus Township, to the York County 

Agricultural Land Preservation Board as “Representing Citizen – At – Large” for a 3-

year term, effective May 1, 2012 through April 31, 2015. 

 

6. RESOLUTION 

 

A. Pennsylvania Department of Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR), 

Harrisburg, PA 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Hoke, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve a resolution authorizing the York County Parks 

Department to submit a grant application to the Pennsylvania Department of 

Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR), Harrisburg, PA, in the amount of 

$39,920.00 (80%) State funds, with a (20%) County match of $9,980.00, for a total 

amount of $49,900.00 through the Community Partnership Grant for the purchase of a 

wood chipper to be used for maintenance projects within the York County Parks system. 

 

7. PURCHASE 

 

A. integraONE, Allentown, PA 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and unanimously 

carried to approve a purchase between the County of York, on behalf of the York County 

Information Services Department, and integraONE, Allentown, PA, for eight (8) (HP DC 

380G7) servers in the amount of $42,873.28 under a GSA contract (GS-35F-4663G) to 

replace twelve (12) failing servers in the York County Judicial Center. 

 

8. HUMAN SERVICES 

 

A. United Way, York, PA - York County Human Services Department 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Hoke, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve a 2011-2012 contract agreement between the County of 

York, on behalf of the York County Human Services Department serving as contract 

administrator, and the United Way, York, PA, in the amount of $78,000.00, funded 

through the Integrated Children’s Services Plan Promising Practices Grant with no 

County match, for the Integrated Children’s Services Plan Truancy Prevention Initiative 

programs, for the period of July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012.
