This release and waiver is executed on the       day of              , 2020 by     
   (the “Hunter”) and        (the “Guardian” if Hunter is a minor 
child). The Hunter (and guardian) does for himself, his heirs or assigns, hereby release and forever discharge and hold 
harmless the County and its successors and assigns from any and all liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind and 
nature, either in law or equity, which arise or may hereafter arise from Hunter’s activities on the property of the County of 
York Department of Parks and Recreation (hereinafter “County”). 
 
Hunter (and Guardian) understands that this release discharges the County from any liability or claim that the Hunter (or 
Guardian) may have against the County with respect to any bodily injury, personal injury, illness, death, or property 
damage that may result from Hunter’s activities with the County, whether caused by the negligence of the County or its 
officers, directors, employees, agents or otherwise. Hunter (and Guardian) also understands that the County does not 
assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide financial assistance or other assistance, including, but not limited to, 
medical, health, or disability insurance in the event of injury or illness. 
 
Hunter (and Guardian) understands that, except as otherwise agreed to by the County in writing, the County does not 
carry or maintain health, medical, or disability insurance coverage for any Hunter. Each Hunter is expected and 
encouraged to obtain his or her own medical or health insurance coverage. 
 
Hunter (and Guardian) expressly agrees that this Release is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the 
laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and that this Release shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance 
with the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Hunter (and Guardian) agrees that in the event that any clause or 
provision of this Release shall be held to be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such clause or 
provision shall not otherwise affect the remaining provisions of this Release which shall continue to be enforceable. 
 
In addition to abiding by the Pennsylvania Game Laws, I will obey all Rules and Regulations of the York County 
Department of Parks & Recreation.    I also understand that failure to comply with all regulations will result in the 
revocation of this permit and may subject me to prosecution under law.

GENERAL HUNTING REGULATIONS 

  1.  This permit must be carried at all times while hunting.  
  2.  Pennsylvania hunting regulations are to be obeyed entirely. 
  3.  NO HUNTING ON SUNDAYS IN ANY COUNTY PARK. 
  4.  Hunting with a dog in Spring Valley or Apollo Park requires a special permit.  Contact the Parks Office to obtain it.  
       All other parks are CLOSED to hunting with a dog.  
  5.  Do not block access roads or gates.                                                    
  6.  HUNTERS  OBEY FLUORESCENT ORANGE REQUIREMENTS  MANDATED BY THE STATE GAME COMMISSION. 
  7.  York County Parks does not participate in the mentoring program or special junior hunting seasons.  
  8.  York County Parks does not participate in early muzzleloader season. (Except Apollo Park) 
  9.  GATED AREAS CLOSE AT DUSK. Your vehicle must be out of gated areas before dusk!   
10.  Game cameras are prohibited. 
11.  RIFLES & PISTOLS used for hunting are NOT PERMITTED IN ANY COUNTY PARK.  Crossbows are allowed. 
12.  150 yard safety zone for all buildings, parking lots and picnic areas. Hunters should stay 50 yds from boundaries. 
13.  No hunting in Richard Nixon, John Rudy, Heritage Rail Trail, Highpoint Scenic Recreation Area or Native Lands  
       County Parks.  “Pushing” or disturbing wildlife in these parks is prohibited.  
14.  No small game hunting in Rocky Ridge, Raab or Kain County Parks.   
15. TREE STANDS/GROUND BLINDS MUST BE TAGGED WITH NAME/ADDRESS. Climber stands are okay. ALL TREE 

STANDS/GROUND BLINDS MUST BE REMOVED DAILY. Special situations, call Teddy Fisher at 717-840-7227 
16.  Shooting across park boundaries is prohibited. (Example: standing in Kain Park and firing into Nixon Park)
