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I. Purpose:

To establish a procedure to evaluate the need for emergent care services including withdrawal management, prenatal, and psychiatric services and ensure that identified needs are addressed immediately.  

II. Policy:

Screening is the first activity provided to an individual who seeks to access services. The purposes of screening include:
1. To obtain information to determine the need for emergent care in the following areas: 
·  Withdrawal Management
·  Prenatal Care
·  Psychiatric Care
2. To motivate and refer, if necessary, for an assessment or other services. 
3. To identify individuals being referred by an emergency room or urgent care facility following an overdose.

A. The following parameters shall apply to Screenings:
· Must be provided 24 hours a day, seven days a week. 
· May be conducted by telephone or in-person.
· Referrals may come from many different entities including the individual, family or a community agency. 
· Whenever possible, must be done by speaking with the individual who may be in need of services.
· Must be completed using the Intake and Screening Tool in PA Web Infrastructure for Treatment Services (PA WITS).
· Emergent care needs identified at the time of the screening must be met immediately. (If this timeframe cannot be met, the reason must be documented in the individual’s file. 

B. Procedures for referrals to emergent care services during business hours and after-hours shall be as follows: 
1. YADAC has authorized the White Deer Run Admissions Support Center (ASC) to manage screenings 24 hours a day, seven days a week as well as placement of YADAC funded individuals who are in need of emergent care and meet criteria for YADAC funding.

C. Any time a screening is not completed for an individual, the SCA or the contracted provider must document the reason in the individual’s file.
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
