                                                   MINUTES                                     11/1/17 

 

The November 1, 2017 York County Board of Commissioners Meeting was held at the 

Penn Township Fire Department, 204 Clover Lane, Hanover, PA, 17331. 

 

1. CALL TO ORDER 
   

President Commissioner Susan Byrnes called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m., with 

Vice President Commissioner Doug Hoke, Commissioner Christopher Reilly, Solicitor 

Glenn Smith, Administrator/Chief Clerk Mark Derr and Executive Assistant Nicole 

Whitehead present. 

  

A. Opening Ceremony 

 

 Veteran Donald Bradley led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

 Commissioner Byrnes called for a moment of silence. 

 

2. PERIOD OF PUBLIC COMMENT 

 

Chris Bronder and Judy Christmann from Hanover for Progress, requested the 

Commissioners to reconsider a request to pass a Resolution in support of an independent 

citizens redistricting commission. 

 

3. CONSENT AGENDA 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and unanimously 

carried to approve the Consent Agenda, items A through D, as listed below:

4. APPROVALS 

 

A. York County Pleasant Acres Nursing & Rehabilitation Center (PAN&RC) 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve an increase in the private pay rate for room and board 

at the York County Pleasant Acres Nursing & Rehabilitation Center (PAN&RC) to an 

all-inclusive room and board rate, exclusive of third-party reimbursed pharmaceutical 

and ancillary services, from $275.00 per day to $300.00 per day, effective January 1, 

2018. 

 

B. York County Sheriff’s Department 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Hoke, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve the Soliciting of bids for new uniforms for the York 

County Sheriff’s Department, bids to be secured, reviewed and purchases to be made 

with following the County bidding process, uniforms must meet all specifications. 

 

5. REJECTION 

 

A. Lobar Site Development Corporation, Lebanon, PA 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to reject the bid received from the Lobar Site Development 

Corporation, Lebanon, PA, 17042, in the amount of $1,782,537.02 for the 

replacement of County Bridge No. 114, Valley Street over the South Branch of the 

Codorus Creek in Glen Rock Borough, and rebid the project. 

 

6. UTILITY CLEARANCE 

 

C. Utility Clearance Data (Form D-419) 

 



Motion was made by Commissioner Hoke, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve the Utility Clearance Data (Form D-419) for the 

rehabilitation in 2018, of County Bridge No. 226, Hull Drive over the Bermudian 

Creek in Washington Township. 

 

7. AGREEMENTS 

 

A. Microsoft Corporation, Redmond, WA 

 

Commissioner Hoke made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve a Grant Agreement between the County of York, on 

behalf of the York County Information Services Department, and Microsoft 

Corporation, Redmond, WA, for $50,000.00 worth of Microsoft Technology 

Services. 

 

B. CDW Government LLC, Chicago, IL 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Hoke, seconded by Commissioner Reilly and 

unanimously carried to approve an Agreement between the County of York, on behalf 

of the York County Information Services Department, and CDW Government LLC, 

Chicago, IL, for Windows 10 upgrade services, for a total cost of $50,000.00 plus 

expenses paid with the Microsoft grant. 

 

C. NeoPost, Milford, CT 

 

Commissioner Reilly made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hoke and 

unanimously carried to approve a Lease Agreement between the County of York, on 

behalf of the York County Information Services Department, and NeoPost, Milford, 

CT, for twenty-four (24) mail machines, software and service for sixty (60) months 

for a monthly cost of $3,388.37, for the period of January 1, 2018 through December 

31, 2023. 

 

D. Compucharts Computer Products and Services, Inc., Medina, Ohio 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Reilly, seconded by Commissioner Hoke and 

unanimously carried to approve a managed print Service Agreement for one (1) year 

between the County of York, on behalf of the York County Information Services 

Department, and Compucharts Computer Products and Services, Inc., Medina, 

OH, for maintenance and supplies, except paper and staples for laser printers, for the 

period of November 1, 2017 through October 31, 2018 at the rate of:

Commissioner Reilly made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hoke and 

unanimously carried to approve a Support Agreement for one (1) year between the 

County of York, on behalf of the York County Information Services Department, and 

Compucharts Computer Products and Services, Inc., Medina, OH, for 

desktop/scanner and peripheral maintenance for the period of November 1, 2017 

through October 31, 2018, at the cost of $38,755.59. 

 

8. GRANT APPLICATION 

 

A. Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection 

 

Motion was made by Commissioner Reilly, seconded by Commissioner Hoke and 

unanimously carried to approve the submission of a Grant Application, on behalf of 

the Penn State Extension, to the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental 

Protection in the amount of $137,191.65 (93% State funds) with a County of York 

match of $10,000.00, for the York County West Nile Virus Program for the period of 

January 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018. 

 

9. HUMAN SERVICES 

 

A. Avano International, Inc., Fairfax, VA 

Commissioner Reilly made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hoke and 

unanimously carried to approve a Service Provider Agreement and HIPAA Business 

Associate Agreement Addendum between the County of York, on behalf of the York 

County Office of Children, Youth & Families, and Avanco International, Inc., 

Fairfax, VA, to provide software licensing and support services for the Child 

Accounting and Profile Systems (CAPS) at a cost of $47,223.00 for the initial term of 

nine (9) months effective October 1, 2017.

over a portion of the County’s property (York County Prison), to connect into an 

existing sanitary sewer force main and for the ongoing use of that force main.
